Nordic Conference on church and film

We were received with great hospitality at Zentropa Studios by Nina Rostock and
Peter Aalbaek Jensen. Can you imagine a better place for good conversations, exciting film
screenings and interesting lectures?

It was a rewarding conference in many ways. We saw and discussed brand new Danish
films, which has not yet been put on the market film by directors Thomas Vinterberg and Jesper
W. Nielsen. We heard the film researcher and associate professor of religious studies Tomas
Axelson lectures about young Swedes' fascination with movies and about the way in which specific
film scenes may affect us existentially. Charlotte Wells introduced us to the concept of "talking
movies, speak life", and we tried it ourselves. During the whole conference many talks took place
between us - in Norwegian, Swedish and Danish - it was a delight.

Shall we meet again to talk about movies and Christianity in a Nordic context? Yes, I think
we should. This was a rewarding and inspiring initiative begun by Jes Nysten and Charlotte Wells.
I hope that this initiative will be resumed, perhaps as an Interfilm-group.

In the Nordic countries we have something to talk with each other about concerning the
theological themes in cinematic expression. We are little different from one country to another, but
us we always look to each other and learn from each other. So why not come face to face and
exchange ideas and experiences? Hooray for a good approach, which I hope will be followed up in
two or three years.
